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At Tucson Water, our main goals are to
protect public health and safety and to
provide you with the highest quality water
and service. In order to fulfill both of these
commitments, Tucson Water is beginning a
program that will ensure all of the water
mains and fire hydrants in our system are
flushed under high pressure and tested on a
regular basis.

Over time, naturally occurring sediments
build up in water mains. Occasionally, these
sediments impart a taste, odor, or color to
the water we deliver to customers. The best
and most efficient way to eliminate these
sediments is to flush water through the
mains at high speed. This is done by closing
and opening valves in an area and running
water at full pressure from fire hydrants for
five minutes, or more, depending on the size
of the main. Flushing like this throughout
our water system each winter, can prevent
water quality problems from occurring,
stabilize chlorine levels in drinking water,
and extend the life of our water system. We’ll
also be checking to make sure that every fire

hydrant operates cor rectly to ensure that
your fire department can depend on these
life-saving devices that provide the water
they need to fight fires. System-wide
flushing is a standard practice in most large
water utilities. 

Of cours e , this means that we will b e
re l e a s i n g water onto streets, washes, or
drainage-ways. Because of the high pressure
needed to do the job right, we can’t conduct
a proper flush using hoses – we cannot flush
this water into trucks or tankers and use it
elsewhere. In addition, any sediment that is
washed out of the lines would have to be
cleaned out of our water trucks before we
could use them to provide emergency
supplies of drinking water, which would
cause even more water to be used. In
support of our Beat the Peak program,
flushing will not take place during the
summer months.

We plan to begin flushing water mains
this month in selected neighborhoods. This
may temporarily lower water pressure for
some customers who live in the areas where
mains are flushed, so we will be working at
night to minimize the inconvenience. For
more information on this program, please
call 791-4331 or use the comment button on
our website, www.ci.tucson.az.us/water.

The year 2001 will be an
eventful year in Tu c s o n’s wa te r
h i sto ry. 

• For the fi rst time in nearly 50
ye a rs, we’ll give our 
wa ter table a break from 
over pumping when we 
begin to shut off

gro u n d wa ter wells in the central city. The fi rst
wells to be shut down will be those in are a s
w h e re the wa ter table has dropped more th a n
200 feet. We’ll also be shutting down wells th a t
p roduce wa ter with lots of air or sediment in it. 

•The completion of the fi rst phase of th e
C l e a rwa ter Re n ewable Re s o u rce Fa c i l i t y, in
l a te spring of this ye a r, will add 18 million
gallons of blended wa ter each day to our wa te r
s u p p ly. It is this new wa ter re s o u rce that will
a l l ow us to shut off those wells and let nature
begin re sto ring our gro u n d wa te r.

•We’ll once again face wa ter conserva t i o n
issues during the summer. Failing to Beat th e
Peak will no longer mean a potential wa te r
c risis, but it will mean re sta rting gro u n d wa te r

wells that we re prev i o u s ly shut down to allow
the wa ter table to re c ove r. We’ll still need to
c o n s e rve .

•Also this ye a r, the U.S. Env i ro n m e n ta l
P rotection Agency will like ly set new sta n d a rd s
for arsenic and radon in wa te r. Those new
sta n d a rds may ch a n ge the way we treat and
d e l i ver wa ter here in Tucson. 

2 0 01 will certa i n ly be exciting and ch a l l e n g i n g
for Tucson Wa te r. It will also be a year that we
ta ke major steps towa rd re s o lving many of th e
wa ter issues our community has faced duri n g
the recent past. I look fo rwa rd to wo rking with
you as we meet the ch a l l e n ges and celebra te th e
a ch i evements, and I assure you that Tu c s o n
Wa ter will continue to be dedicated to prov i d i n g
you and your fa m i ly with quality wa ter and
excellent customer serv i c e .
