	In-State Producer, all spirituous liquor, produced on-premises, may sell to Arizona licensed wholesalers only.
	Non-transferable

	02
	Out-of-State Producer, all spirituous liquor, produced on-premises, may sell to Arizona-licensed wholesalers only.
	Non-transferable

	03
	In-State Microbrewery, <1,240,000 gallons of beer produced annually on premises, unlimited on and off-sale, <93,000 gallons may be distributed to retail licensees annually.

	04
	Wholesaler, all spirituous liquor, purchased from in and out-of-state Arizona-licensed producers, may sell to Arizona-licensed retailers.

	05
	Government, all spirituous liquor, may sell to patrons to consume on premises.
	Non-transferable

	06
	Bar, all spirituous liquor, off-sale sales in original, unopened container may not exceed 30% of on-sale receipts, may sell to patrons to consume on premises.

	07
	Beer and Wine Bar, beer and wine only, off-sale sales in original, unopened container, may not exceed 30% of on-sale receipts, may sell to patrons to consume on premises.

	Conveyance, all spirituous liquor, airplane, train, boat, may sell to patrons to consume on premises.
	Non-transferable

	09
	Liquor Store, all spirituous liquor, may sell “carry-out” to patrons to consume off–premises, on-site temporary sampling events hosted by producer or wholesaler.
	Transferable

	Liquor Store, license with sampling privileges application included.

	Liquor Store, all spirituous liquor, may sell “carry-out” to patrons to consume off-premises, on-site permanent sampling events using store inventory.

	10
	Beer and Wine Store, beer and wine only, may sell “carry-out” to patrons to consume off-premises, on-site temporary sampling events hosted by producer or wholesaler
	Non-transferable

	Beer and Wine Store, license with sampling privileges application included.
	Non-transferable

	10S
	Beer and Wine Store, beer and wine only, may sell “carry-out” to patrons to consume off-premises, on-site permanent sampling events using store inventory.
	Non-transferable

	Hotel-Motel with Restaurant, all spirituous liquor, may sell to patrons to consume on premises.
	Non-transferable



	12
	Restaurant, all spirituous liquor, may sell to patrons to consume on premises. Must derive 40% of gross revenue from sale of food.

	13
	In-State Farm Winery, wine produced on-premises & by other domestic farm wineries, unlimited on- and off-sale.
	Non-transferable

	14
	Private Club, all spirituous liquor, may sell to bona fide members & their guests for on-premises consumption.
	Non-transferable

	15
	Special Event, all spirituous liquor, temporary license, off-sale allowed by auction in closed, original container for off-sale consumption, may sell to patrons to consume on premises.

	Non-transferable

	16
	Wine/Craft Distillery Festival, (16W) may sell wine to patrons to drink on site and “to-go” in sealed, original container; (16D) may sell distilled spirits to patrons to drink on site and “to-go” in sealed, original container.

	17
	Direct Shipment, may ship all spirituous liquor through an Arizona-licensed wholesaler and retailer to the consumer, consumer does not need to be physically present to place order.
	Non-transferable

	18
	In-State Craft Distillery, <20,000 gallons of distilled spirits annually on-premises, may sell and ship to Arizona-license wholesalers, may sell and ship to Arizona-licensed retailers when annual production is <1,189, on and off-sale retail privileges on license premise.
	Non-transferable

	19
	Remote Tasting Room (Wine), allows an Arizona-licensed farm winery to operate up to two tasting room. May sell wine produced at their Series 13 or 2W location. Make sales of wine produces by other Series 13 or 2W licensees that does not exceed 20% of total tasting room sales. Wine sales are permitted only to customers who are physically present at the tasting room.
Remote Tasting Room (Distilled Spirits), allows an Arizona-licensed craft distillery to operate up to one-tasting room. May sell distilled spirits produced Series 18 or 2D location. Make sales of distilled spirits produced by other Series 18 or 2D licensees that does not exceed 20% of total tasting room sales. Sales are permitted only to customers who are physically present at the tasting room.

	Alternating Proprietor, may deal in wine only, allows multiple Arizona-licensed farm wineries to produce their wine on a shared premises. Each participating licensee completes an annual production report.
	Non-transferable

	21
	Custom Crush, may deal in wine only, allows an Arizona-licensed farm winery to produce wine using fruit supplied by another Arizona-licensed farm winery. Each participating licensee completes an annual production report.
